ACE delivers two core offerings: the ACE Assembly and Student Action Program. 

Here's how they work:
1. Host an ACE presentation: Described by students and teachers as “the best presentation ever,” ACE’s dynamic presentation educates students about climate change science and inspires them to take action. Watch the assembly trailer to get a feel for it. Request a presentation with the online request form.

2. Start an Action Team - Sign your team up with ACE as an official ACE Action Team and you will have access to our resources and opportunities. Learn the basics and sign up here. 

3. Rock a DOT Project - Inspire your school to Do One Thing to help cool the climate by running a DOT Project.  A DOT Project is a great way for your Action Team to raise awareness and build community on campus. It's also the second step (after hosting an ACE assembly) toward a $200 Starter Grant (see # 5 below).
 

4. Submit your Project Completion Form - Fill out the simple online form  to make sure your team gets credit for your project and earns Stars! Letting us know about your projects also increases your chances of getting one of our larger school grants if you apply for one (see #8 for more information).
 

5. Apply for a $200 Starter Grant - Get the cash your team needs to help with their next project and/or cover basic team costs by applying for our ACE Starter Grant. Your team must host an ACE presentation at your school and complete DOT Project to be eligible for this grant.
 

6. Choose a Project Track - Focus your team's effort by choosing an ACE Project Track - a series of 3 projects that increase in difficulty within an area of focus. Choose from the Green Buildings, Stop Waste, Transportation, and Raise Your Voice tracks for your next project ideas. Don't forget to submit project completion forms to keep us updated about your progress!

*If you do a different project within one of these tracks, or even a separate project all together, be sure to tell us about it by submitting a project completion form. Maybe your project will become a model for other schools!

7. Attend a free Student Training - Help your team get the skills it needs to prepare for those bigger projects ahead. Get the details here about our upcoming New England trainings on October 2nd and November 20th.
